RESOLUTION
The 24th October, 2024

Subject: Policy for New Destinations for enhancing the air connectivity to Odisha.

The Government of Odisha has approved the New Destination Policy to
stimulate and facilitate the establishment of air services to new destinations from
Airports in Odisha by providing Viability Gap Funding (VGF) / incentives to kick-

start the operations.

1. OBJECTIVE:

The new Policy designed to significantly enhance air connectivity across the
State. This initiative offers substantial financial incentives to airlines, encouraging
the launch of new domestic and international air routes serving Biju Patnaik
International Airport (Bhubaneswar), Veer Surendra Sai Airport (Jharsuguda), and

smaller Airports in Jeypore, Rourkela, and Utkela.

2. BACKGROUND:

The Department of Commerce and Transport, Government of Odisha,
recognizes the importance of enhancing air connectivity to foster socio-economic
development. The Department is committed to improving connectivity to new
domestic and international destinations from Biju Patnaik International (BPI)
Airport, Bhubaneswar and domestic destinations from Veer Surendra Sai (VSS)
Airport, Jharsuguda and other Airports of the State namely Jeypore, Rourkela and

Utkela. The ‘New Destination Policy for enhancing the air connectivity to Odisha’ is
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in line with the National Policy for improvement of connectivity as per RCS UDAN
Scheme and the State Civil Aviation Policy, 2022.

3. SCOPE:

This policy applies to Indian airlines having permission from Directorate

General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) that commence scheduled air services to new

domestic and international destinations.

4. POLICY FRAMEWORK:

a. Definitions

Vi.

Vil.

New Destination: Any domestic or international destination that would be
notified by State Government that has not been previously connected by a
scheduled air service from BPI Airport, Bhubaneswar or VSS Airport,

Jharsuguda

. Publication of Destination: List of destinations would be published by the

Commerce & Transport Department with the approval of the Government. It
will be updated as and when required. To commence the scheme few
destinations under demand are enclosed in the Policy .

Financial Assistance: Monetary support provided to Airlines as specified

under this policy to support the operations through VGF.

. Scheduled Air Service: Regularly timed flights operated according to a

published schedule, as defined by DGCA.

Selected Airline: Indian airlines that are selected to operate the new route
under the scheme.

High Power Committee: High Power Committee (HPC) on Aviation notified
by Commerce & Transport Department under the chairmanship of the Chief
Secretary as per State Civil Aviation Policy.

Time Frame: The policy will be implemented for a period of 3 years.

b. Eligibility Criteria

The airline must operate fixed-wing aircraft with a minimum passenger
seating capacity of equal to or more than 50 seats for Domestic destination
and 180 seats for international destinations (for airports at BPI, Bhubaneswar
and VSS, Jharsuguda
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ii. The Indian airline must have all the requisite permissions for international
operations from the respective Regulators/ Authorities and comply with all
applicable regulations.

lii. The new destination must not have been served by any scheduled
commercial flights from BPI Airport, Bhubaneswar and VSS Airport,
Jharsuguda within the last 3 months or should not be part of any valid
awarded (and yet not operational) route from BPI Airport, Bhubaneswar/ VSS
Airport, Jharsuguda under the UDAN Scheme of Ministry of Civil Aviation,
Government of India.

Iv.  For Jeypore, Rourkela &Utkela considering the category of airport, Aircraft
less than 50 seats would be allowed. For this, Small Aircraft Scheme (SAS)
of Government of India would be applicable.

c. Financial Assistance Mechanism

I.  Financial assistance will be provided per round trip for airlines connecting to
a new domestic or international destination.

ii.  The assistance will be offered for period of first six months, subject to review
of the policy's effectiveness and the route's performance the assistance may
be renewed by another 6 months.

ii.  The quantum of financial assistance (Viability Gap Funding) for Domestic

and International routes will be as under:

SL.No. Category of Routes / Incentive/
Aircraft Type** Viability Gap Funding
1 Domestic INR 5,00,000 per round trip*
(Passenger Capacity: 50 pax — 180
pax)
2 International INR 10,00,000 per round trip*
(Passenger Capacity: 180 pax)

Note : Same will be indexed with CPI & updated on quarterly basis.

*For long routes of 750 km and above, airlines may receive an additional
incentive capped at 50% beyond the proposed domestic incentive (up to Rs. 7.5
lakhs) and international incentive (up to Rs. 15 lakhs), subject to Government

approval.



**Eor Airlines operating less than 50 seats, Small Aircraft Scheme (SAS) will be
applicable as per RCS-UDAN-Small Aircraft Sub-Scheme (“SAS”) Version 1.0 of
Ministry of Civil Aviation, Government of India - March 2022 (as revised from

time to time).

iv.  No other support shall be provided by the State to the Indian airlines for the
proposed route, including finalizing an appropriate slot at the airport. Airlines
shall be required to undertake their own due diligence with the Airport
authorities.

v. Airline needs to follow due procedures as per the DGCA guidelines with
respect to tickets fares.

d. Exclusivity of Financial Support

i. As mentioned earlier, sustainable non-stop air connectivity between BPI
Airport, Bhubaneswar/ VSS Airport, Jharsuguda and the new domestic/
international destinations is the key objective of the State Government under
the Scheme. The State Government recognize that traffic demand on the
new routes will be uncertain, and with most of such routes being untested/
non-operational, the market risk for Selected Airline(s) could be significant.
Such market risk would tend to be accentuated when multiple airlines are
supported and encouraged to undertake operations on the same route. Such
induced competition during the early stages of development of routes,
especially given the demand uncertainty, could ultimately impact
achievement of Scheme objectives.

ii.  Accordingly, to encourage development of such routes by airlines, only the
first Airlines shall be granted the Financial Support for operating air transport
services/ flights on the new domestic/ international Routes. During this period
of 6 months, the State Government shall not provide Financial Support to any
other airline for the specific domestic/ international route.

e. Period of Financial Support

The Period of Financial support shall be as under:

I.  As specified in the Letter of Award for commencement of flight services to
the Selected Airline i.e. from the date of the commencement to the expiry or

lapse of the time period (including any extension thereof).
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Expiry of Six (6) months from the date of commencement of Flight operations
on the new domestic/ international route, and

Termination of the relevant Selected Airline Agreement.

Application and Disbursement Process

Airlines must submit a proposal indicating the new destination, flight
frequency, aircraft type, and seating capacity.

Proposals will be evaluated based on the policy criteria, and eligible airlines
will be notified of the financial assistance award. C&T Department shall
publish Government order as per the policy & communicate the approval to
airlines. In case more than one proposal is received for the same domestic/
international destination, priority will be given to the Airline on first come first
serve basis. However, in case of dispute, decision of the High-Power
Committee (HPC) on Aviation would be final.

Financial assistance will be disbursed post-operation of flights on monthly
basis and within 15 working days, upon submission of required operational

data and compliance with the terms and conditions.

. Monitoring and Compliance

The airlines will be required to commence operations within a period of 2
months for domestic and 3 months for international destinations, from the
date of notification of the financial assistance award. The period for
commencement of the operation may be extended (not beyond 6 months)
wherever needed by HPC.

The airlines will be required to maintain a minimum level of service as agreed
upon in the terms of the financial assistance.

The Department / Directorate of Aviation will monitor the performance of the
new routes and ensure compliance with the policy provisions.

The Indian Airlines must share operational data, including passenger load
factors and number of seats sold, for each flight as requested by the

Department / Directorate of Aviation.

h. Policy Review and Amendments

The policy will be subject to periodical review, every six months, by C&T
Department/ HPC to assess its effectiveness and make necessary

amendments.



j.
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The Department reserves the right to modify the terms of financial assistance
or discontinue support based on the policy's outcomes and market
conditions.

Designation of Implementing Agency

Directorate of Aviation, Odisha will be the implementation agency of the policy.

Responsibilities of the Implementing Agency

Manage the application and evaluation process for financial assistance.
Disburse funds to eligible airlines in accordance with the policy.

Monitor compliance and performance of the new routes.

. Minimal level of Services

Minimum 2 days of services per week and maximum 7 days per week.
Provide required information for the monitoring of the scheme.
Acknowledgement and Announcement of State’s support by the Airline
during the flights.

Having coordination with the implementing agency with respect to the

smooth implementation of the scheme.

Funding

The financial assistance will be funded through the budgeting support to the C&T

Department for VGF support to Airlines. Funding for such activity is already made
in the budget of C&T Department (Head of Account under "Demand No. 21-3053-

43008-Subsidy). / as finalized by Finance Department from time to time.

m. Justification for Incentive for New Destination Policy

As part of the Policy making process, consultation has been undertaken with
the stakeholders to assess potential destinations originating from
Bhubaneswar and Jharsuguda Airports.

It is observed that, airlines would be more amenable to and view a
destination as potentially viable, for connections having a minimum stage
length of 750-850 Kms. Places like Dehradun, Kochi and Surat etc. were
discussed as potentials destinations for initial phase of domestic operations.
Based on the stakeholder discussions, and internal analysis on route costs
(fixed, variable and overhead) revenues, it is deduced that the Cost per Seat

of a Narrow Body Aircraft (180 seater capacity) is comparatively cheaper
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than a Turbo Prop Aircraft (50 seater capacity) for a 750 km, 850 km and
1,000 km ranges.

Iv.  For the purpose of finalising the VGF support as part of the Policy document,
a Narrow Body aircraft has been considered as a representative aircraft.
Basing on the above, to incentivise the airlines and provide air connectivity to
new destinations, the following incentives are proposed:

% For Domestic Flights
a. Destinations up to 750 kms — Proposed VGF is Rs. 5,00,000/-
b. Destinations beyond 750 kms — Proposed VGF is Rs. 7,50,000/-

s For International Flights

a. Destinations up to 750 kms — Proposed VGF is Rs. 10,00,000/-
b. Destinations beyond 750 kms — Proposed VGF is Rs. 15,00,000/-

v. It is further highlighted that, the proposed incentive/VGF covers less than
24% approx. of the airline’s return flight operating costs, thereby enabling
them to commence operations and shall provide sufficient incentives to ramp
up their operational capabilities and focus on improving its revenues and
yields.

n. Any need-based modification for smooth implementation of the programf
High Power Committee constituted under the leadership of Chief Secretary as
per the Civil Aviation Policy, would monitor the program periodically. If any
changes both operational and financial would be considered within the
budgetary allocation/Policy framework. In case of enhancement of VGF, HPC

may be authorized to decide based on the importance of route.

5. JUSTIFICATION:
The following points justify the need for the Cabinet's approval of this policy:

a. Economic Growth and Development:

Enhanced air connectivity is a proven catalyst for economic development. It
facilitates trade, tourism, and investment, which are critical components of
the State's economic growth strategy. By connecting new destinations, we
are opening doors to new markets and opportunities for businesses and
entrepreneurs in Odisha. As per an International Civil Aviation Organisation
(ICAQO) study, the output multiplier and employment multiplier are 3.25 and
6.10 respectively, as stated in the National Civil Aviation Policy 2016.



b. Socio-Cultural Exchange:

Air travel not only promotes economic exchange but also cultural and
educational exchanges. It will enable greater interaction with other regions
and countries, fostering a more vibrant socio-cultural environment.

c. Strategic Location:

Bhubaneswar, being centrally located in the eastern region of India, has the
potential to become a significant hub for air travel. Further, the socio-
economic development of Western Odisha is intrinsically linked to
accessibility and infrastructure at Jharsuguda. This policy will leverage the
strategic location of BPI Airport and VSS Airport to enhance its role in the
national and international aviation network.

d. Incentivizing Airlines:

The policy provides a structured financial assistance mechanism to
incentivize airlines to commence operations on new routes. This assistance
is crucial to mitigate the initial risk and encourage airlines to invest in these
new connections.

e. Alignment with National Schemes:

The policy complements the UDAN Scheme of the Ministry of Civil Aviation,
Government of India, by filling the gaps and extending support to routes not
covered under the scheme.

f. Job Creation:

The establishment of new air routes is expected to create direct and indirect
employment opportunities in the aviation sector and ancillary industries,

contributing to job growth in the State.

g. Tourism Promotion: Odisha's rich cultural heritage and natural beauty
have significant tourism potential. Improved air connectivity will make the
State more accessible to domestic and international tourists, boosting the

tourism industry.

h. Fast Tracking the air connectivity:
By providing VGF, airlines would consider the air connectivity to Odisha on a
priority which may otherwise be deferred. As the civil aviation market is

supply constraint, VGF would fast track the air connectivity to Odisha.



6. FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS:
Since the financial assistance will be provided from the budget allocated tothe C & T
Department for VGF support to airlines, there is no requirement of additional funding

for the scheme.

Cabinet approval has been obtained for the following:

a. Implementation of the ‘New Destination Policy for enhancing the air
connectivity to Odisha’, to offer financial assistance as an incentive to airline
operators as stipulated in the policy from time to time.

b. High Power Committee (HPC) is authorized to decide on the operational and
financial aspect of the scheme with the budgetary allocation available as per

the provisions of the Policy.

ORDER: Ordered that the Resolution be published in the Extraordinary
issue of the Odisha Gazette and copies of the Resolution to be forwarded to all

Departments, all Heads of Departments and Accountant General, Odisha.
